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Homefront Hugs USA, a volunteer organization since 9-11-2001, is collecting used or new Lego at the request of troops in the field who have asked for activities to share with children they meet especially those caught in the crossfire. In addition, Lego will be shared with wounded troops and families as they undergo long term therapy, many with head injuries and the need to practice their fine motor and reasoning skills again. Lego’s therapeutic value in all these areas is priceless and Lego has activities for every developmental age. 

Building together, using reasoning and analytical skills, sharing ideas, and the wonderful satisfaction of completing a project together is not only a fabulous idea for families with Lego but our troops and Afghan children. Our troops work so hard in the field to build trust and gain the confidence of the Afghan families in communities, through play they often can break down walls especially with children. Sometimes when we are at a loss for words, parallel play or playing together building and creating is just as meaningful and opens the doors to trust and friendship even at times of war.
